1) Contact Players and Parents once you have been assigned a team. Pick a team name and determine what day(s) you will hold practice and where.

2) Inform Players and Parents what day and field the team is playing on and at what times. Give a written season game schedule to each Player at the beginning of the season.  Inform your Players that they MUST SHOW UP AT LEAST 15 MINUTES BEFORE THE SCHEDULED GAME TIME.
3) Fill out the standard roster form.  This form lists Your’s, your Assistant Coach and your Team Mother’s name address and phone number.  The roster portion lists your players name, address, phone number, DOB, Mom and Dad and uniform size. (If ordered)  A copy of your roster must be kept by you and copies given to the President and Intramural Coordinator.   

4) Notify whoever is in charge of uniforms how many uniforms you need and sizes.  Distribute uniforms/shin guards to your players who purchased them before the season begins.

5) Make sure you have received a goalkeeper helmet that fits your age group.    If you forget the helmet, your team must play without a goalkeeper.  All helmets must be returned at the end of the season.

6) Your Division Commissioner will provide you with the division rules.  Number of players you play with on the field (i.e. 7v7, 8v8) the length of the half’s etc.

7) Your Commissioner and only your Commissioner will cancel games due to weather; it is his/her responsibility to notify the Coach.  If make-ups are to be played, it is the Commissioners responsibility to coordinate the make-up between the two teams, determine field availability, and notify the referee commissioner for a referee.  Coaches do not perform any of the above on their own.

8) If you are interested, approximately a month before Columbus Day and Fathers Day, you may request to take an intramural team to one of the indicated tournaments. (Club pays tournament fee).  Notify your Commissioner of your interest as soon as possible.

9) Provide information to Players and Parents about Awards night, Photo Day, Parade and any other Club events.

10) Notify your Commissioner immediately after a game if any player was injured. You maybe required to fill out an injury report about the incident.

11) Attend ALL Coaches meetings or represent yourself by sending your Assistant      

Coach, Team Mother or a Parent.
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
